1) They advanced in two lines, quickening their pace as they closed towards the enemy. A more fearful spectacle was never witnessed than by those who, without the power to aid, beheld their heroic countrymen rushing to the arms of death. At the distance of 1200 yards the whole line of the enemy belched forth, from thirty iron mouths, a flood of smoke and flame, through which hissed the deadly balls. Their flight was marked by instant gaps in our ranks, by dead men and horses, by steeds flying wounded or riderless across the plain.

2) The pursuit of imperialism has raised up antagonists to Great Britain in every part of the world; it has imposed upon her people a heavy burden of debt and taxation; it has disturbed her politics by the continual menace of war and thus prevented the accomplishment of many needed reforms at home; and finally it has brought her into a position where without an ally she is confronted by a hostile world…. 

3) All these diseased ferments have a common origin.  Their germs, infinitesimal and hardly perceptible as they are, even with the aid of a microscope, form a part of the dust conveyed through the air.  This dust the air is continually taking from or depositing upon all objects in nature, so that the dust that clings to ingredients from which our beer is manufactured, may teem with the germs of diseased ferments.

4) On smoke, smoke of smokers, pipes, cigarettes, cigars, smoke of locomotives, of high chimneys, factories, steamboats, etc. Destruction of smoke under the bridges.  Steam.  On the evening.  Infinite subjects. In the cafes, different values of the glass-shades reflected in the mirrors… Colors of pink flour—lovely curves of pie, still lifes on the different breads, large, oval, fluted, round, etc.  Experiment, in color, on the yellows, pinks, grey-whites of breads.

Not the improvement and uplifting of the black men, since wherever the white man has put his foot in the Congo State the black man has been degraded into a mere tool in the great business of getting rubber. And what is the effect upon the white men who are condemned to perform this degrading work? All reports agree that these men almost invariably give themselves over to the worst vices, if for no other reason than to escape from the melancholy which their isolation breeds.
