II. Quotations (20 pts.)





Choose TWO (16-20 min.)

Quotations should include the following: who, what, when, where, and, MOST IMPORTANTLY, the historical significance/context.  Do not merely summarize or re-state the quote.  You should write one page in the blue book.
1) We have presented larger petitions than were ever presented for any other reform; we have succeeded in holding greater public meetings than men have ever for any reform. . . . We have faced hostile mobs at street corners, because we were told that we could not have that representation for our taxes which men have won unless we converted the whole country to our side. . . . The ignorant mob at the street corner has been incited to offer us violence, which we have faced unarmed and unprotected by the safeguards which Cabinet Ministers have.

2) Across the lad’s forehead was a black silk bandage, which could be removed later, and in his pocket there was an address from which artificial eyes might be purchased . . . . Antoine looked down upon this wreck of his son that lay before him, and the wreck, not appreciating that he was a surgical triumph, kept sobbing, kept weeping out of his sightless eyes . . . kept begging in agony: “Kill me, Papa.”  However, Antoine couldn’t do this, for he was civilized.
3) His experience should be talked over in all its bearings. . . . The relief afforded to the patient by the process of talking over his painful experience, and by discussing how he can readjust his life to the new conditions, usually give immense relief and may be followed by a great improvement, or even by the rapid disappearance of his chief symptoms.

4) The majority of the crowd consisted of people who that morning had been praying for the good health of the imperial family.  Now they were shouting, “Down with the Tsar!” and not disguising their joyful contempt.  My companion was a good example.  She showered me with questions: Where are we going?  Why are we marching?  Why is there a revolution? . . . Probably tomorrow the police would arrest us.  But today there was a festival on the streets.
5) Men violate the human obligations, women commit adultery, “Foreign Devils” are not produced by mankind, if you do not believe look at them carefully.  The eyes of all the “Foreign Devils” are bluish, no rain falls, the earth is getting dry, this is because the churches stop Heaven, the Gods are angry. . . .Push aside the railway tracks, pull out the telegraph poles, immediately after this destroy the steamers. . . . Let the various “Foreign Devils” all be killed.

III.  Essay (70 pts.)





Choose ONE (60-65 minutes)

A. After reading the quotation below, written in 1914, compose a detailed, coherent essay discussing the origins of the Great War and the war itself.  Your essay should examine the period from the 1880s to November 1918.

The year 1914 will stand out prominently in future history as the date of the most stupendous war in the history of mankind.  In its special character, also, it may come to be regarded as the most atrocious of all wars . . . Flashing out suddenly like a bolt from the blue, unannounced, unexpected, unexplained, unprecedented . . . it hurled nearly the whole of Europe within a week's time from a state of profound peace into one of continental war. . . But in looking back through history, tracing the course of events . . . some explanation of the great European war of 1914 may be reached.  Every event in history has its roots somewhere in earlier history, and we need but dig deep enough to find them.

The Nations of Europe: The Causes and Issues of The Great War (1914)
Consider the following in your essay:

· What were the LONG TERM TRENDS contributing to instabilities in European society? 

· What more IMMEDIATE FACTORS contributed to the outbreak of hostilities in 1914?  Explain & elaborate.
· How & why did this war DIFFER from previous wars?  How & why did the war end (discuss the events of 1917-1918, in particular)?
Support your claims with evidence & clear, detailed explanations.  Show that you understand the material and can apply it to the question.

B. After reading the quotation below, written in 1920, write a detailed, coherent essay discussing the Great War and its aftermath (August 1914 - 1920s).

Four years of pagan hell left Europe stunned and staggering.  The world had gone through the reddest and blackest night in all the biography of the planet.  With the signing of the Armistice the people tried to shake off the nightmare and grope back to light.  To-day, twenty months after, they are still trudging and stumbling, paralyzed and benumbed.  The problem to-day of making the world safe for civilization is more serious than was the question of making it safe for democracy nearly six years ago . . .

· How & why was the Great War a “total war”?  What effects did this type of war have on those involved?   

· Did the end of war lead to greater stability, making the world “safe for democracy”?  Explain & elaborate.

· What were other major consequences in the Great War’s aftermath (economic, cultural, psychological, social)?  Be specific.
