5) What is an I.D.P. camp? How do the Janjaweed attack?
6) In mid-2004, what did Colin Powell say regarding the situation in Darfur?  Did this meet with any significant response?
7) Why did Brian Steidle eventually leave Sudan?
8) What response did Steidle’s photos receive after published in a New York Times’ article?

9) What is the situation in the refugee camps in Chad?  Why is rape described as a “tool of war”?  Elaborate.
10) Why did Steidle go to Rwanda?  What did he find there?
