Falsifying History:

Doctoring Photographs & Art in the Soviet Union

Look at the photograph below closely.  Does anything appear suspicious?
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This photograph, taken by L. Y. Leonidov, was published in V. I. Lenin in the Art of Photography (Moscow, 1967). 
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Trotsky vanishes from the original photo taken on November 7, 1919.  The man with the black beard standing in front of Trotsky, Artashes Khalatov, was purged in 1937.  Kamenev, leather cap and glasses to the left of Lenin in the original, also disappears from history in the 'improved' photo.
